community, 7 permits for industrial sized wind parks were issued by the
RAE (Regulatory Authority for Energy) totalling 116 wind turbines to be erected
on Kythera.

For a small island like ours, the consequences of these industrial plans will be cat-
astrophic. Every aspect of life will be affected and the island will completely lose
its unique character. The many ancient settlements, churches, archaeological sites
and Kythera’s pristine natural reserves are threatened. The island is an important
migration bottleneck for millions of birds; raptors especially are now in grave dan-
ger. There will be less wildflowers, butterflies and honey bees. The food chain will
be under threat and therefore also the inhabitants of Kythera. The landscape will
be disfigured by large roads and infrastructure destroying the beautiful paths of
the Kythera Trails project. The real estate market in the affected areas will decline
and foreign visitors will avoid the island. Are you aware that the noise and drop
shadow of wind turbines are bad for mental and physical health?

The proposed turbines are up to 250 meters high. In a word, skyscrapers on our
tiny island. A tranquil evening stroll under a starlit sky will be a thing of the past
as twinkling stars are replaced by the flashing red lights of the Wind Turbines. Red
lights that signal danger.

DYNAMO KYTHERA CITIZENS' MOVEMENT

DYNAMO KYTHERA was formed 2.5 years ago in response to the imminent threat
posed by reckless and largely illegal licenses issued for industrial wind farms on
Kythera. As a campaigning organisation Dynamo is constantly working to provide
information and increase awareness of the windfarm threat whilst simultaneously
coordinating legal actions and gathering donations towards legal costs in collabo-
ration with the Kytherian Foundation for Culture and Development (KIMA).
Throughout 2021 Dynamo carried out its information campaign online due to coro-
navirus restrictions, issuing regular press releases and participating in scientific
workshops and webinars with Kytherian associations at home and abroad. In June
2021 as pandemic measures began to ease, Dynamo mobilised to take action in
Foinikies, an area of exceptional natural beauty and archaeological value on the
west coast of the island, and the first site on Kythera at risk of industrialisation.
The campaign’s new logo SAY NO TO INDUSTRIAL WIND TURBINES ON KYTHERA was
unveiled on T-shirts at the event.

In the months that followed there was high attendance at Dynamo presentations
held all over the island, proving Kytherians are united in defending the character
of the island and protecting their livelihoods. By the time these events concluded
201 authorisations had been signed by residents and associations resulting in 3 new
appeals against production licenses; 2 within a NATURA 2000 zone, and one which
sets a national record with a total turbine height of 250 meters. These appeals were
added to 4 already filed on the same grounds; that the licenses violate the zoning
plan for RES (Renewable Energy Sources) by not taking into account distances of
wind turbines from traditional settlements, Byzantine monuments, historical sites,
tourist accommodation and the road network of the island.

Dynamo is supported by residents of Kythera, the Diaspora and many of our regular
visitors all of whom care deeply about the island’s future. A successful collaboration
with Elliniki Etairia (Hellenic Society of Environment and Culture) led to Kythera's
inclusion, along with four other Greek islands, on EUROPA NOSTRA's ‘7 Most En-
dangered 2021’ list due to the grave dangers they each face from proposed wind
farm industrial zones. (https://7mostendangered.eu/sites/five-southern-aege-
an-islands-greece/). Dynamo then informed Kriton Arsenis MP, who subsequently
twice brought the issue to the Greek Parliament.

The RES discussion on Kythera started years ago, with a very important develop-
ment during 2021; the Municipal Council formed a bi-partisan committee consist-
ing of representatives of KIPA, all three municipal parties, the Domestic Property
Committee (EEMKA) and two scientists in order to unite all voices opposed to
industrial wind farms on Kythera. The unanimous proposal was for the formation
of a non-profit Energy Community (a partnership or legal entity that produces,
consumes and shares energy between its members) that includes a small-scale solar
energy project as the best solution to contribute to Kythera's energy transition.
This proposal would both prioritise the needs of the island and its residents and
support national RES goals.

On 17 November 2021 Kythera’'s Mayor, Mr Stratos Harhalakis, announced the
assignment of the next stage in the project to a specialised energy consultant and
secured funding of 12,400 euros for the first phase of consultation.

Dynamo has embraced and warmly supports the establishment of an Energy Com-
munity on Kythera with the shared objectives of energy self-sufficiency and the
protection of land, life and livelihood on our island for generations to come.

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10 QUESTIONS ANSWERED

1. How many wind turbines are planned?

A maximum of 147 wind turbines may be built on Kythera, so
far production licenses (the first stage of licensing) have been
granted for 115, and an additional application for a single mega
wind turbine at Sopota (near Avlemonas) is pending.

2. Where will the wind turbines be placed?

So far licenses have been granted for the following locations:

e 15 on Mermengaris hill (at Mylopotamos)

¢ 16 at Krotiria / Kefalovouni / Pyrgos (between Mylopotamos
and Perlegianika/Dourianika)

e 15 at Foinikies (West of Potamos, Logothetianika & Kousounari)

¢ 14 at Krotiri / Kefalakia (between Agia Pelagia and Paliochora)

e 5 at Karvounolakos-Foinikies (near Lykodimou beach)

e 24 at Xerokambia (North-West, near Routsounas beach)

¢ 26 at Kordelides (West coast between Ortholithos and Gerakari)

3. How high will the wind turbines be?

There are 4 types of turbines planned for Kythera. The tallest
will be around 250 meters high with a blade diameter of 155
meters - for context: the Eiffel Tower stands at 300 meters.

4. Will the energy be used for the island?

No, the energy will be transported by undersea cables to the
main electricity grid. From there Kythera will take its electricity
exactly as it does now, and at the same cost.

5. Can wind turbines have a negative impact on my health?
People who live or work in close proximity to wind turbines
have reported symptoms of ‘Wind Turbine Syndrome’ including
cognitive dysfunction, stress, sleep disturbance, headaches,
anxiety, arrhythmia and a decreased quality of life overall.

6. What is the expected effect on tourism?

Kythera attracts a very specific type of tourist. Research in
similar locations shows that to almost 90% of visitors, the view
was very important in their perception of an area as beautiful
or not. The presence of a windfarm would have many negative
effects including the “devaluation” of an otherwise pristine
environment. A large percentage of visitors said they would
holiday elsewhere.

7. What is the impact of wind turbines on nature, animal life
and cultural heritage?

All the planned sites are of extreme natural beauty. The land-
scape will be changed dramatically and permanently by the
turbines themselves and the required infrastructure. Substa-
tions, pylons, transmission lines and a network of broad access
roads will be built all over the island causing irreparable dam-
age and transforming natural landscapes into industrial zones.
Unearthed archaeology will remain forever buried under the
concrete bases of wind turbines on site.

Kythera is one of the most important hubs for migratory birds in
Greece, especially raptors. Millions of birds and bats and millions
of kilos of insects are killed by turbines annually worldwide. This
could have serious consequences for the food chain including
our bees and therefore the production of our renowned Kythe-
rian thyme honey.

There are many sites of major cultural interest in or nearby the
proposed sites which will be endangered, including: monaster-
ies, Byzantine churches, archaeological sites, classic dry stone
walls and monopatia (ancient footpaths).

8. What is the impact on property value?

Industrial wind turbines are so tall they will be visible from all
parts of the island, hence property interest and value is likely
to drop across all of Kythera.

9. When will the wind turbine installation take place and can
we still do something about it?

It's not too late! The process is long and the granted licenses
only represent an initial approval of the feasibility of the pro-
ject. Appeals have been filed in opposition by many individuals,
the Municipality and other organisations. Now is the time to join
the campaign for a green and clean Kythera!

10. Is there an alternative?

Absolutely. Proposals for a non-profit energy community con-
sisting of a small-scale photovoltaic project are already being
examined as an alternative which would meet the island’s needs
AND respect the Kytherian natural and cultural environment.
Solar panel efficiency continues to improve while costs keep
falling - solar is currently 1,5 times cheaper than onshore wind
energy (global weighted average).

THE 2022 KYTHERA SUMMER EDITION is a direct response to
the outcry caused by the proposed installation of industrial wind
turbines on the island. There is an urgent imperative for both the
local population and the Kytherian diaspora to rally and support
actions to prevent the installation of 116 massive industrial wind
turbines on the island. As we usher in a new way of being in a post-
covid world, let us not forget that we are also obliged to protect
and maintain our ancestral heritage. We must rise up to defend
our inherited natural paradise.

What is at threat is the essential majesty of Kythera's landscape
and its unique biodiversity. This fragile network includes flight
paths of migratory birds, the taste of wild thyme honey, the potent
fragrance of wildflowers, the rock-walled paths of the island’s
hiking trails and the precious hand-harvested sea salt collected
from Kythera’'s sun-drenched coastal rock pools.

The burning issue at the core of this year's Kythera Summer Edition
is communicating the devastating impact the proposed industrial
wind turbines will have on the island. The irreversible destruction
of Kythera's natural biodiversity for the sake of commercial indus-
trialisation and profit will result in the desecration of the island.
What has become abundantly clear is that renewable energy is
not a black and white issue. The legal actions taken by the Kythera
Foundation for Culture and Development (KIPA) and the local
action group Dynamo, have delayed the onset of the complete
destruction of Kythera's natural landscape. KIPA's legal proceed-
ings have led to Kythera being declared among the seven most
endangered European cultural heritage sites, due to the proposed
installation of industrial wind turbines.

Indigenous people the world over have taught us about the chal-
lenges they faced as cultural and environmental custodians. We
are Kythera’s custodians and as such we are responsible for the
cultural safekeeping of the island and for protecting the island’s
pristine and bio-diverse natural world. Ask yourself what makes
Kythera such a unique travel destination. The answer is sure to
touch on what Greek actress Irene Pappas observed on visiting
Kythera: “The island has a power of a silence | have never experi-
enced in all my travels.”

If the Regulatory Energy Authority (REA) plans are realised, some
of the proposed industrial wind turbines will be almost as tall as
the Eiffel Tower. We will lose the natural paradise that we have
inherited - and it will be on our watch. The insatiable desire for
‘Profit over People’' has made it more urgent than ever to engage
the Kytherian diaspora in this critical issue.

“It is totally reasonable that local and expatriate Kytherians raise
opposition against this totally disproportional planning, which
deliberately ignores social and environmental conditions of the
island.” Hellenic Ornithological Society / BirdLife International.
Every aspect of Kythera relating to its past, present or future, is
amplified as part of an intact whole - a threat to one is a threat
to all. KIPA and Dynamo Kythera are investigating alternative,
appropriately scaled and sympathetic alternatives to industrial
wind turbines and have already begun work on a counter proposal
to provide for the island’s needs using solar power without risk
to any of the elements which make Kythera so uniquely precious.
For those who have access to influence, activate it now.

Any conversation, regardless of whether it is political, social or
personal, is an effective way to keep the issue of the prevention
of the installation of wind turbines alive. The call for action by all
political representatives, at every strata of decision-making, is
critical at this crucial time in Kythera's history.

Remember, there is power in unity. It is time to look within and ask
yourself, What legacy will | leave? Majestic silence or the constant
whine of mechanical monsters?

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MY GREEK ODYSSEY

MUCH LIKE ODYSSEUS as he undertook his epic journey home from the
Trojan wars, modern day adventurer and host of My Greek Odyssey, Peter
Maneas, explores the Greek islands and mainland Greece from the beauty of
the Mediterranean Sea in his yacht, Mia Zoi - A Life.
Each week my Kytherian born parents (Matina and Nick Cominos) travel the
Greek islands from the comfort of their armchairs as Peter Maneas lets them
in on a myriad of little-known facts about his latest destinations in this breath-
takingly cinematic travel series and cook’s delight.
Born in Sydney to Kytherian-born parents (records show Peter’s Kytherian
lineage going back 15 generations to the mid 1500s), Peter was fortunate
to have had the ‘Kytherian experience’ at a young age. He first travelled
to Kythera as an im-
pressionable 9 year
old. “I had no expec-
tations other than
meeting extended
family for the first
time,” he explains.
“That experience
changed my life:
my Greek language
went from just get-
ting by, to almost
fluent with a rea-
sonable vocabulary.
I discovered our
culture, my family’'s
roots as farmers, the
beauty of Kythera
and its fresh and
friendly lifestyle.
I'll never forget
the smell of freshly
baked bread in Pota-
mos on a Sunday,
riding on the back
of my cousin’s mo-
torbike through the
country side, going
hunting, waking up
each morning to a
cup of warm, sweet goat's milk and so many other experiences that a city
boy never knew.”"
As to what sparked his desire to create My Greek 0dyssey, "I've had a boat
in Greece for several years and | had witnessed many beautiful islands that
most people were not aware of and with Greece in a difficult economic
situation, | thought that sharing these experiences with others was worth
the effort.”
About to launch the fifth series of My Greek 0dyssey, Peter confides “I keep
coming back because | made a commitment to myself that | would film a
taste of all the inhabited islands in Greece and because I'm loving the re-
search and the discovery of my heritage.
We have made 4 series (41 x 1 hour episodes) that have been aired in about
100 countries so far. Last year and this year we filmed another 30 episodes
that will come out as series 5, 6 and 7. We have almost completed post-pro-
duction on series 5 which should be broadcast mid 2022 with series 6 and
7 following over the following 12 months.”
According to Peter, the Greek islands are particularly outstanding for sev-
eral reasons. “There are several island groups around the world that are
wonderful places to visit. But there is no place in the world that has the
depth and range of landscapes, culture, history and accessibility of so many
islands as the Greek islands. What's been fabulous has been the privilege
to discover and share the uniqueness and different personality that each
island has. Delve deeply in this discovery and you will find that these islands
are definitely not “same same". Most Greek islands were at one stage their
own city-states, that governed themselves.”
Peter continues enthusiastically, “I love that you can visit an island and
witness architecture, monuments and other historical evidence of so many
civilisations from Prehistoric, Doric, Mycenaean, Minoan, Byzantine, Otto-
man, Venetian and not to forget the piracy years as well as Greece's War
of Independence age and many other influences from Britain, Germany,
Belgium and Russia. You can visit a different piece of history in the morning
and swim at a seaside beach in the afternoon, aimost every day for months
onend.”
When asked about Kythera's outstanding qualities from the land and from
the sea, Peter thoughtfully replies, “No traffic lights and no 5-star Hotel
resorts”. When asked what and where he advises visitors to Kythera to check
out while visiting the island, Peter wryly answers, “Watch my show and you
will see! If you want to learn more about My Greek 0dyssey, different coun-
tries have their own networks or streaming services or visit our website."

WALKING TRAIL MAINTENANCE WEEK

FOR THOSE WHO LOVE NATURE, Kythera is paradise. The island has in-
creasingly become a destination for hiking enthusiasts. In spring, the island is
covered in a breathtaking array of colorful wild flowers while autumn brings

the equally stunning heather.
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The island also offers the hiking enthusiast a hidden history as you often come
across beautiful churches and ruins on your hiking trips. The evolution of what
was once heavily farmed land to nature reserve is also very interesting. Back
in the day locals bred cattle and grew a variety of grains. Mass emigration
post WW2 has meant this way of life has virtually disappeared.

Kythera offers an enormous variety of nature and landscape. There’'s
everything ranging from rough and often impassable gorges to beautiful
country roads and lush, fertile valleys. And always, of course, there are dif-
ferent views of the sea.

Over the past ten years | have become acquainted with many of the island’s
beautiful trails. Over 100 km of hiking trails with signage have now been es-
tablished. Some of these trails, once used by locals to travel by donkey from
home to check on livestock for example, have existed since time immemorial.
Over time many of these paths have become overgrown and have fallen into
disrepair. While a number of these paths, however, such as the path to the
water mills in Mylopotamos, have been made accessible for sustainable hiking
tourism, the catch is these trails need to be regularly maintained - something
I, as a walker, had never realised. It was only when | was walking with Frank
van Weerde from Pyrgos House that | came to understand that the mainte-
nance of the footpaths is often done on private initiative. While some trails
are maintained by Kytherians, volunteers from the island, including Frank,
also participate. This maintenance work however is intensive, which is why

In April this year an old
school friend came along
with me to help maintain
hiking trails. We just walked
and cycled our way around
the island. When you are
walking and cycling, you
see so much more of the
floral splendour, especially
in spring.

Ten years ago, | borrowed
a bicycle. Back then, |
rarely encountered other
cyclists on the road. Now
| see young children with
bicycles everywhere. These
days you can rent very
good bicycles in Potamos
and, even better, they are
about to put together a
cycling map. What a great
development!

Pyrgos House started a new activity for tourists in the autumn
of 2021, namely helping maintain hiking trails.

Because | care so much for the island’s nature, | didn’t hesitate
for a moment to sign up for this initiative. In the last week of
March I, along with a group of 9 tourists and two locals, Fotis
and Petros, worked for five days under Frank’s supervision in
various locales across the island. Fotis and Petros were hired for
the heavier machine work and trail prepping, then our group
came in and did the finer pruning. We raked away the grass
clippings, piled loose stones and thoroughly swept the plateau
at the waterfall in Mylopotamos. The latter was also very much
appreciated by the people in Mylopotamos who treated usto a
delicious lunch at the Platanos restaurant! Other residents and
entrepreneurs on the island also expressed their appreciation.
We worked hard as a group but what a lot we got in return!
Because we worked at different parts of the island each day,
we got to see the most beautiful places. Frank had chosen each
locale with care, telling us fascinating stories of the history and
nature of each place.

For example, the day we worked at Paleochora had huge cul-
tural significance as Frank told us of the ancient ruins and their
legend, while Fotis told us about the history of agriculture and
livestock on the island and how he used to travel by donkey
from Trifyllianika on these very same paths to feed his livestock.
In the areas near Mylopotamos and the Mangounades valley
with its beautiful forest, the ruins of old water mills can still
be found. As we worked here, we learnt about the operation
of those mills.

Looking back on that week, being outside in hature as we helped
maintain those beautiful trails while learning the cultural con-
text, was a great experience for everyone. And last but not
least, the privilege of spending time with the people of this
beautiful and special island!

KYTHERA'S PROPOSED

MIGRATION MUSEUM

EVERY KYTHERIAN FAMILY has been touched by migration.
While the enormity of the Kytherian diaspora spans the four cor-
ners of the world, behind every Kytherian smile is the lament to
return home to Tsirigo.

Born in Australia to Kytherian parents, Helen Tzortzopoulos (pres-
ident of The Friends of Museums of Kythera - FMK) is spearhead-
ing the creation of Greece's first-ever Migration Museum. Helen
updated Kythera Summer Edition on the combined objectives of
the proposed Migration Museum. “The stories of everyone who
has lived on or who loves this island will be the heart and soul of
the Migration Museum of Kythera,” enthuses Helen. “This will be a
state-of-the-art Museum of the 21st century. Modern technology
will entice younger generations to spend time exploring their an-
cestral stories. There will be exhibition spaces, and research and
educational programs. Spaces will also be reserved for workshops
and seminars along with an amphitheatre for performances”.

To lose Kythera's migration stories would be a tragedy. Oral histo-
ries offer a personal historical context to the migration narrative.
As time moves forward, stories from the past are erased forever.
We must save them before it is too late. So, before you start
throwing out any old bits and pieces when you're moving house,
make sure you examine them carefully. You may well find a story
worth sharing.

“Just start from the family tree, the village of origin and most
importantly identify the ‘paratsoukli’ (nickname),” Helen sug-
gests. “There may also be evidence of identification of the time
of departure, a travel document, a boat ticket, perhaps a stamped
immigration record issued on arrival at a given port. Arrival photos
perhaps, newspaper cuttings, old hand-written letters, postcards
and memorabilia, maybe even a good story that has been handed
down from one generation to the next."

While documentation from primary sources such as the Munic-
ipality's archives is necessary to acknowledge one’s Kytherian
ancestry, this sort of painstaking paperwork doesn’t touch on the

One point that Helen was keen to make is that the Museum is not only by Kythe-
rians for Kytherians about Kytherians. The Museum will house the stories of
both immigrants and emigrants. Kythera today is being repopulated by people
of many different nationalities who have chosen to make Kythera their home
thereby contributing to the local economy and society. Their stories must also
be included in the Museum. “It is essential that we chart the flow of people to
and from the island which has made it the multi-cultural island it is today. We
have to embrace everyone who has a connection with this island.”

The proposed museum is to be located on Agia Pelagia’s former school site.
“This project is being developed in collaboration with the Municipality of Kythera
who own the site,” says Helen "and we thank them for their cooperation.” When
we asked why the Migration Museum is to be housed in Agia Pelagia, she ex-
plained, “It is a symbolic acknowledgment to the mass of Kytherian emigrants
who departed Kythera via Agia Pelagia’s wharf (molo) to pursue the promise
of a better life.”

“We cannot do this alone,” says Helen. “"We need everyone to participate and
contribute. This is a project that speaks to every family with Kytherian affilia-
tions.” FMK have held zoom meetings with Kytherians of the diaspora outlining
ways in which they can offer support, such as sharing family stories and a piece
of memorabilia or by becoming a member of the Friends of Museums of Kythera.
“Monetary contributions are essential to our fundraising campaign. We have at
least three years of expenses ahead of us. FMK will need to cover the research
costs for the Academy of Athens, in addition to the architectural plans. We thank
our benefactors and our many members who have been so generous and have
given FMK the financial support necessary to launch the Migration Museum of
Kythera. Regardless of how small, each and every contribution will help realise
this ambitious project."

Helen was keen to underscore that a project like this could not be possible
without teamwork. Without a good team and people willing to help, FMK would
not be where they are today.

The Australian Ambassador, His Excellency Mr. Arthur Spyrou visited Kythera in an
official capacity between 17-31 May. An invitation by Kythera’s Mayor, Mr. Stratos
Harhalakis was extended to the Ambassador to undertake the patronage of the
Migration Museum of Kythera. To this end, the Friends of Museums of Kythera
hosted a presentation of the architectural plans to His Excellency, along with a
number of local dignitaries and community leaders.

A VISITOR'S GUIDE TO KYTHERA

WELCOME TO KYTHERA! Here you will find pristine, quiet beaches, deli-
cious homemade food with fresh, local ingredients. Historical and religious
buildings beckoning you to explore and
friendly locals happy to share the beauty,
history and tradition of their island with
visitors. | have been visiting Kythera with
my husband and children almost yearly
since 2011, and we still haven’'t managed
to cross everything off our Must-See List.
This year | share with you some of my fa-
vourites. There is so much more to ex-
plore. Agia Pelagia in the north is on my
list for this summer, so stay tuned for an
in-depth guide to Agia Pelagia in the 2023
Summer Edition!

LIVADI Start your day in Livadi with a
freddo cappuccino freddo (iced cappuc-
cino) at the Konomos Coffee Grinding
House. Head north on the main road to
the Kasimatis Bakery on the left, across
from the petrol station. Try their melop-
somo which is honey bread with raisins.
Also tasty are their many homemade pies
with sweet and savoury fillings. They also
sell homemade Kytherian wheat rusks.
At Maria's Sweets & More across the road
from Konomos Coffee you will find fresh
fancy custards and puddings, as well as
traditional Kytherian desserts such as amygdalota (almond cookies) and xeroti-
gana (fried dough drizzled with honey and walnuts). Children will enjoy the
pagotinia (mini ice cream cones and sandwiches).

Toxotis and Pierro’s are two taverna-style restaurants. Toxotis is reknowned
for its homemade pasta and grilled meats while Pierro’s serves traditional
Greek dishes like pastitsio (Greek lasagna) and gemista (stuffed tomatoes and
peppers). Manoli, the owner, may suggest a walk through the kitchen to see
what is cooking. Vitsio. the local pizzeria serves a good pizza, salads, cold beer
and delicious sweet and savoury crepes.

The Katouni Bridge in Livadi with its 13 arches in perfect symmetry is one of
the most impressive structures on Kythera. Built in 1826 during British rule,
and at a length of 110 meters, it is one of the largest stone bridges in Greece.
Livadi’'s Byzantine Museum is also outstanding.

Visit Livadi early evening on a Wednesday for the local farmers’ market. Choose
from delicious and fresh home-made sweets and breads to olives, oil, soap,
oregano and honey.

CHORA The capital of Kythera, founded in the 13th century by the Venetians,
takes on a medieval character with its many narrow buildings and winding al-
leys. Here there are many shops. Fossa serves hearty breakfasts and delicious
desserts. Bon Bon Fait Maison in the main square serves crepes, salads and
homemade ice cream with interesting flavors such as Kytherian fig leaf. Chora
is home to many jewellery, souvenir and art shops and summer boutiques. Stav-
ros as you enter Chora and Ligo Ap'Ola in the main square sell locally-gathered

sea salt, jams and fatourada,
the island’s famous liqueur,
(made from tsipouro, cinna-
mon, cloves and honey).

Be sure to visit the Castle of
Chora which was built during
various stages of the island’s
history, most notably in 1503
by the Venetians. The cas-
tle’s strategic position of-
fers sweeping views of the
twin bays of Kapsali below.
At sunset, a golden glow is
cast over the village of Cho-
ra, making the Castle an ideal
spot to take photos.

THE ARCHAEOLOGICAL
MUSEUM of Kythera is lo-
cated at Chora’s northern
entrance. When you enter,
you will be greeted by the
Lion of Kythera. This lion
statue dates back to the 6th
century. It resided in the
fort of Chora but was tak-
en to Germany in 1941 as a
spoil of war. Years later, a
Kytherian student studying
abroad in Germany, recog-
nized the lion in a2 museum
storage room. He made sure
that the lion was returned to
its home on Kythera.
AVLEMONAS a quaint fish-
ing village on the east side
of the island with a popular
swimming and diving bay.
Avlemonas has two fish
tavernas, Sotiris Fish tav-
erna and Limanaki, while
Arahtopolio Cafe (on the
back bay where the fisher-
men dock their boats) serves
coffees and our favourite
portokalopita (orange cake
drenched in syrup) and
sokolatopita (a dense choc-
olate cake).

Avlemonas also offers
many points of interest for
land-lovers. Take a walk
along the paved path to
the fortress Kastelo, a tiny
16th century Venetian cas-
tle built at the entrance of
the port. Kastelo was used
as a watchtower during the
Venetian period. The charac-
teristic symbol of the Vene-
tian Empire, the lion of St.
Mark holding the Gospel, is
perched above the entrance.
Adventurous explorers who
manage to climb into the
Kastelo through one of the
windows will be rewarded,
as the Kastelo still contains
some of the canons used by
the Venetians! A short stroll
to the fisherman's port
where you will see the Caval-
lini Mansion with its famous
sundial above the front door.
Interesting fact. In 1802, the
ship Mentor, owned by Lord
Elgin, sank outside Avlemon-
as harbour. At the time, the
Mentor was transporting the
marble sculptures and pan-
els that Lord Elgin had looted
from the Parthenon!
MITATA main square is
known as the 'balcony’ of
the village, due toits breath-
taking panoramic views. The
mountain village of Mitata is
the family home of Austral-
ian-Greek filmmaker George

Miller, best known for his Mad Max franchise. Visit the old olive
oil press Fava's Liotrivi, one of the oldest olive presses on the
island. Here you can learn about olive oil production on Kythera
and purchase local Kytherian products.

KALAMOS is home to the second of three caves on Kythera
named in honour of Agia Sofia. The impressive cave of Agia So-
phia hosts a chapel at its entrance. Taverna Filio is located in the
village of Kalamos. The plane tree covered terrace is the perfect
spot to sample some of their popular meat dishes, such as rooster
and rabbit. Their Greek yogurt with homemade jams and spoon
sweets is a delicious way to finish off your meal.
MYLOPOTAMOS and the neighbouring village, Kato Chora, should
be visited in late afternoon to take advantage of the magnificent
sunset with the Peloponnese in the distance. Mylopotamos gets
its name from the 23 watermills that once operated along the
fertile ravine that runs through the village. The watermills ground
wheat using the power of flowing water. Today, only one such
watermill, the Filippi Watermill, has been preserved.

The village's main square is marked by the church bell tower of
Agios Charalambos. Giant plane trees provide a canopy of shade
over the square, where Platanos’'s customers can enjoy an af-
ternoon coffee hidden from the rays of the blazing sun. Walking
on past the main square, you will encounter a fork in the road.
Taking the right fork, you will come to Elichrysos, housed in an
old olive press where you can purchase organic olive oil, local
wines, fatourada, therapeutic herbs and a variety of natural
creams and ointments. Keep walking and you will find the path
leading down to the Neraida waterfall, which falls from a height
of 20 meters into a sparkling green pool surrounded by giant
plane trees. Heading back to the fork in the road, turn left and
follow the signs to Kato Chora where you can visit the Venetian
fortress and Byzantine settlement. This is a must see at sunset.
One of three fortresses from the Venetian domination, the fres-

e

cos in the churches date it back to the 15th century. The fortress
was built to protect the occupants of the area and to guard the
western shore of Kythera. The Venetian castle gate where the
winged lion of Saint Mark is perched welcomes you to the Byzan-
tine settlement with its nine churches decorated with Byzantine
and post-Byzantine frescos. Also in the area of Kato Chora is the
Cave of Agia Sophia with iconography believed to date back to
the 13th century. Tour guides will lead you through the Cave's
chambers where you can observe stalactites and stalagmites.

HYTRA

HYTRA IS A MUST SEE. Leaving from Kapsali's wharf, Captain
Spyro will take you for a ride in his Glass Bottom Boat, Alexan-
dros, to the giant rock known as Hytra, visible from the beaches
of Kapsali and Melidoni. As you come around the back of Hytra,
a huge chamber of sea caves is revealed. After Captain Spyro
anchors his boat at the entrance to the cave, those who want to
swim into the caves with him can do so. (snorkel masks are pro-
vided and recommended to see the brilliant colours under the
water). Others can stay on board or swim alongside the boat. Tip:
Tours are available sev- 1

eral times each day. On
the late afternoon tour,
the sun is in the opti-
mal position, allowing
the magnificent colors
of the coral beneath
the water’'s surface
to be visible from the
cave’s entrance. In the
busy summer months,
| recommend reserving
your place with Captain
Spyro at least a day in
advance -

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ECOTOURISM: KYTHERA'S FUTURE

THE INTERNATIONAL ECOTOURISM SOCIETY defines Ecot-
ourism as ‘responsible travel to natural areas that conserves
the environment, sustains the wellbeing of local people and
involves interpretation and education” (2015). Reading over
this list my eyes stop at
‘sustains the wellbeing of
local people’.

Bending your mind’s eye
slightly this could refer
to our backpacking island
holidays in Greece back
in the 1970s and 80s. We
saved for months to get an
Interail pass or a ticket on
the 'Magic Bus’ - so hamed
for its magical transfor-
mation from a cushy cur-
tained coach on one side
of the English Channel to
a utilitarian bus with rig-
id plastic seats in Calais
complete with lavishly
moustached driver, ciga-
rette dangling from his lip,
and the constant whine of
a not quite tuned tinny
transistor radio. Sure, on the bus you might end up sleeping on
a stranger’s shoulder but at least you got a seat; by train, the
further east you travelled the more likely you were to have to
sit on the floor between overfilled carriages or stand for hours
on end backpack to backpack with your fellow adventurers.
Arriving in Athens with new friends from all over Europe we
headed straight to Piraeus to catch a boat. Some of us knew
where we wanted to go, others just hopped on the next de-
parture to any island knowing that wherever they went they
would be met by old ladies who welcomed each ferry with
signs for rooms to rent that were sometimes just a balcony or a
rooftop or a field to put your bedroll on. But we hadn’t chosen
our destinations for ensuite bathrooms and air conditioning,
we were there for guaranteed sunshine, perhaps a disco or a
plate of chips.

A backpacker is a seldom seen thing nowadays. Not as the spe-
cies of my youth anyway. These were Greece's greatest fans,
but completely ignorant of the environmental chaos of their
visits. Out of financial necessity we inadvertently minimised our
effect on the ozone layer, but we didn’t see, or care to see, bags
of our rubbish thrown into gullies and off ships, the dormant
flora crushed in fields, or stop to consider what happened to
the cigarette butts which peppered the beaches. Everybody
was happy, pockets filled with drachma and our skin blistered.
Those same backpackers are still coming, but differently. As
tourism has evolved they arrive more economically on planes
and the fields and balconies on many of the islands that once
hosted the species have been bulldozed for concrete accom-
modation and swimming pools.

Kythera is teetering dangerously on the edge between lost and
found paradise, and we as its custodians must learn from the
example of other islands before it's too late. We can provide
excellent accommodation and facilities without corrupting our
Eden, but somewhere, somehow a misunderstanding between
making a living and offering these services has occurred. This
misunderstanding now threatens our collective inheritance and
isn’'t the fault of our visitors, most of whom choose our island
precisely because it has, so far, escaped the ravages of mass
tourism.

Dignity and pride in our culture and natural environment must
at some point exceed the whims of enterprise and so-called
development in order to preserve both our history and our
legendary philoxenia of which we are justifiably proud.
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Off the grid
TOO HARD?
THINK AGAIN

A TRUE STORY: Thirty years
ago Kytherian/Australian
couple Graeme and Tina
made Kythera their home
away from home. They also
opted to go completely off-
grid. Many thought them
mad...

“It can't be done," neigh-
bours declared from behind
windswept hair as they
squinted into the harsh sun-
light. “Solar and wind pow-
er? It'll never work."

Back then, dealing with the
sceptics was as challenging
as sourcing the appropriate
technology, but for 30 years
the power needs for their
family of four (plus guests)
- electricity, hot water, and
heating have been amply
covered by renewable ener-
gy sources. They have a re-
frigerator, dishwasher, mi-
crowave, washing machine,
a fireplace that generates
underfloor heating and even
a projector to watch mov-
ies on their back wall. The
house has never been con-
nected to the national grid
or used a drop of fossil fuel
or had a blackout.

Solar and wind power do
work, especially in places
like Kythera. The two small
wind turbines and solar
panels first installed are
still going strong. They only
replaced their 12 batteries
when they began to fade
after 27 years.
Undoubtedly, renewable,
carbon-free resources are
the only way forward for
our planet. But it need not
be on an industrial scale.
We can all do our bit by in-
stalling a solar panel on ex-
isting builds or by making
new builds energy self-suf-
ficient.

Don’'t dream it, doit!

If you're keen to install
a new system in your
home but haven't a clue
about doing it, there is a
growing number of com-
panies in Athens that can
help you.

cultural wealth. The
visit culminated in a
meeting at the Pota-
mos Cultural Centre
with residents from
the affected local
sectors, such as
tourism, agriculture, and culture. A separate meeting was later held with rep-
resentatives from the local authorities. These meetings generated a productive
dialogue that made it clear that the residents’ efforts against the wind farms are
worth undertaking and that their counterproposal of an energy community is the
only sustainable solution for the island. The representatives of the European bod-
ies applauded the citizens of Kythera for the manner and scope of their fight and
promised to increase their assistance.
Indeed, a year earlier, on 8th April 2021, Kythera (together with Amorgos, Kimolos,
Sikinos and Tinos) was declared by EUROPA NOSTRA as one the 7 most endangered
European cultural heritage sites for 2021, due to the proposed installation of in-
dustrial wind farms. (See https://kythira-windturbines.com/en/kythira-among-eu-
ropes-7-most-endangered-heritage-sites-2021/)
The mission of the Kytherian Foundation for Culture and Development (KIMA) is to
enhance a sustainable life on Kythera and to promote the island’s unique natural
and cultural identity, and in accordance with this mission it has supported the
Kythera Citizens Movement - Dynamo Kythera. Therefore, we consider the EUROPA
NOSTRA declaration for Kythera important, as it suggests that the imminent threat
from the windfarms is not just of local but also of national and European concern.
At a political level it has already enabled the MEP for MERA 25, Kriton Arsenis, to
address a question to the Greek Parliament about what protection is now needed
for Kythera, in view of its European endangered status.
The declaration of EUROPA NOSTRA has also impacted social awareness of the issues
at stake, with residents and expats around the world expressing great concern
during information meetings and webinars. The prominent cardiologist Panagiotis
Vardas, during an information meeting at the village of Logothetianika, declared the
wind farms to be “the biggest catastrophe the island would see since Barbarossa” - a
horrific historical point of reference for all Kytherians, while Lydia Karra, President
of ELLET, stated after Europa Nostra awarded Kythera its “endangered” title:
“These islands still remain a place where human beings can feel God's creation.
They are small, little dots on our planet, but the beauty of this creation is reflected
in pristine landscapes that mix with the sea, and where people over the centuries
have created villages and monuments in harmony with nature. Yes, the islands do
need some renewable energy for their local needs, but they should not be turned
into industrial zones with colossal wind turbines to be used by cities. Greece needs
renewable energy, and it is already in a position to fill the quota required by Europe.
We believe in renewable Energy for our country, but with the right zoning. So the
European acknowledgement of the importance of this issue, will give new hope to
all these communities and to many others who are asking our support and will allow
us to intensify our campaign”.

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WHY WE SAY NO TO INDUSTRIAL WIND FARMS ON KYTHERA

The Kytherian Foundation for Culture and Development (KIMA)
based on an article by its Founder and Honorary President G.l.Kasimatis)

THE ISLAND OF KYTHERA IS DISTINGUISHED by the scientifically and in-
ternationally recognised specificities of its natural and human made environ-
ment, as well as its historical area, all of which make the island a high quality
destination site. Those specificities have been preserved to date thanks to
the passion of Kythera’s inhabitants and constitute an important part of the
history and environment of Greece. There is an imperative need to protect and
promote Kythera with caution and mindfulness or the whirlwind of commercial
exploitation will destroy it.

The reason we stand against the installation of industrial wind farms on the
island is precisely because it is our duty to preserve our own identity, safe-
guarding the specificities of Kythera.

Island totally preserved and officially preservable

Kythera is one of the few Greek islands, which, due to the permanent struggle
of its inhabitants, has remained virgin in relation to natural and man-made
environments, a fact that constitutes an international source of attraction
for quality tourism. To date, the conservation of the island has been based
on a system of acts of public institutional protection which constantly grow
and expand, as well as a system of powerful social protection including many
community service programmes and individual Kytherian initiatives.

Natural environment

a) Morphology rare for smallislands: all around the island there are continuous
range ridges, canyons, deep streams, impressive cliffs, waterfalls, caves, as well
as many small closed beaches with sand or small colourful pebbles.

b) Kythera is covered with dense bush vegetation which, in spite of the rocky
soil, makes the island green with one of the richest biodiversities in plant
species.

¢) Its flora includes unique species with a rare richness of herbs used for in-
fusions and medicaments known for eons in international bibliography, plus
agricultural products of especially high quality dating back to ancient times
(honey, figs, cheese, wine) and medieval or post medieval times (barley, wild
wheat, olive oil, etc).

d) The island is an internationally recognised site for the passage of migratory
birds, especially of rare and protected falcon species, and includes an interna-
tional ornithological observatory in Antikythera, and specific settlements of
falcons and gulls in ragged rocks on nearby islets.

e) Kythera is one of two points of the Mediterranean with the highest scientif-
ically measured and internationally recognised luminosity and sunshine (site
“Vroulea”).

f) Due to its particularly long geological age, the island includes a geological,

speleological and paleon-
tological wealth of scien-
tifically verified value, with
plenty of caves containing
paleontological and prehis-
toric findings.

Man-made environment

Kythera as a place of civilisa-

Kythera has some of the
richest terrestrial and mar-
itime archaeological find-
ings of all eras with many
more yet to be discovered.

POSE A SIGNIFICANT THREAT TO MIGRATING BIRDS

THE TRANSITION to Renewable Energy is a major
issue for society, as is the need to reduce energy con-
sumption and reconsider our attitude to the term ‘de-
velopment'. Other equally significant socioeconomic
parameters and natural resources affected by Renew-
able Energy Sources (RES) spatial planning also should
be taken into account - none of which, unfortunately,
is happening in Greece.

The map of the Regulatory Authority for Energy (RAE)
(https://geo.rae.gr/) shows where the outrageous
number of wind turbines (115 in all) of at least 120m in
height are to be located on the small island of Kythera.
RAE has granted permission for energy production, the
first step in the licensing procedure, and may proceed
at anytime for final environmental permission. It is en-
tirely reasonable, therefore, that the local population,
along with Kytherians from the diaspora and lovers
of the island, declare their immediate opposition to
this totally disproportionate planning which deliber-
ately ignores the social
and environmental con-
ditions of the island. The
following is just one of
the major environmen-
tal impacts that would
result from the proposed
industrial wind turbines.
The Kythera-Antikythera
island complex is one
of the most significant
migratory passages for
birds in the Mediterra-
nean Sea, as the two is-

lands are the sole pieces of land between continental
Greece and Crete. In fact, Kythera and Antikythera are
two of only four protected areas for birds (NATURA
2000 sites) officially declared as “migratory bottle-
necks”. This means that several thousand birds pass
every spring and autumn from the two islands on their
way to and from their breeding grounds. The proposed
RAE plan has devastating ramifications for the island’s
biodiversity:

“Migratory birds are particularly affected by wind
turbines as they often travel in large flocks along set
routes. Any obstacles blocking their flight paths will
not only cause fatalities but may force them to burn
crucial energy reserves diverting their route or aban-
don much-needed rest stops altogether”.

Quote from recent publication ‘Mitigating biodiversi-
ty impacts associated with solar and wind energy de-
velopment' by leading experts from the International
Union for the Conservation of Nature (IUCN).
Industrial-scale wind turbines have no place on Kythera
and Antikythera. Since official international organiza-
tions recognize that biodiversity loss is equally cata-
strophic to climate change impact, ecologically sensi-
tive areas should be excluded from industrial RES in-
stallations. A recent study by the University of loannina
has shown that national goals for wind energy can
easily be achieved, even when excluding protected
and undisturbed natural areas. Small Aegean islands in
particular should focus on energy autonomy in order to
exclude incompatible plans, which will brutally violate
the strong social and ecological limitations that have
formed their unique identity.

The island is notable for its immense number of Byzantine and
post Byzantine churches of great value, small temples, frescos
and icons predominantly from the Cretan School with worldwide
requests for international exhibitions of Byzantine iconography.
Kythera is a crossroad of international navigation with important
infrastructures such as the lighthouse in Moudhari, one of the
largest in the Mediterranean.
The Venetian Castle of Chora is considered one of the most beau-
tiful in Greece. Worthy of admiration are the English era roads
and bridges, including one of the first stone bridges in Europe.
The institution of Domestic Property, which transformed the
feudal dominion of lords into property under local control and
jurisdiction is still valid today in Kythera and is the only institution
of its kind existing in Greece.
Many old, inhabited traditional communities are notable for the
composition of Cycladic, lonian and Maniot architectural elements
which form a particular Kytherian residential architecture. Folk-
lore treasure is perfectly saved, from local life and cohabitation.

Kytherian Actions of Community Service

Kythera, due toits century long large, transient migration, has
undertaken a great many community service projects. This type
of activity persists despite the recent economic and cultural
crisis. In this respect the Kytherian Foundation for Culture and
Development (KIMA) is the main institution, having as its main
goal the multidimensional development of social cohabitation
and quality of life on the island. Since its foundation, KIMA has
developed programmes which cover the protection and pro-
motion of everything from the natural and anthropogenic en-
vironments, adding value to the wealth of Kythera.
Specifically the multi awarded Kythera Trails Programme now
covers 100 kilometres and connects with programmes ranging
from canyoning of gorges/ravines to climbing and mountain
biking. In time it will connect with new initiatives currently in
the planning - visiting caves, antiquities at Paleopolis, Byzantine
and post Byzantine small churches and diving.
A series of programmes supporting primary agricultural produc-
tion and launching Kytherian products of high nutritional quality
are already running, with priority given to olive oil production.
Programmes for seashore products and local produce to follow.
A series of new ideas that aim to highlight the natural richness
of the island and protect its natural environment are also un-
der development, in tandem with studies intended to promote
Kythera's man-made environment and history.
The reason we oppose RAE's plans to install wind farms is because
if we lose any of the qualities of the island that we have inherited,
and that we have created, we shall lose not only our richness but
also elements of our identity.Our land will cease to be a quality
destination of immense natural value and beauty. Industrialisa-
tion will cause fierce and irreparable consequences to Kythera
which will lead to economic, social, environmental and cultural
decline. The matter is existential and, in line with the terms of our
Foundation’s Constitution, it is our duty to fight with all the re-
sources we can muster to prevent such a thing from happening.
