KOSMAS TZORTZOPOULOS 1994-2024

Exemplary leader, outstanding citizen, loved and missed by all who knew him

Almost every citizen of the north of this island has a story
or good memory of Kosmas Tzortzopoulos. Perhaps you
saw him as a child, running along the beach to play
with you or, as in my case, your children. Or per-
haps you noticed him as a teenager tending trees
along the road and picking up rubbish. Maybe he
fitted your boiler or changed a tap when he later
became the polite and smiling local plumber. In
any case, long before he was elected to his official
post as president of the region, he could be found
planting trees, clearing old footpaths alongside the
Karavas stream bed, being helpful and kind to all he
met. Kosmas was born to the island and raised in Plateia
Ammos, first son of Nikos and Georgia, generational residents of that
quiet and humble fishing village at the north of the island, as unas-
suming as his character.
Those of his age group were born at a time when the island was on the thresh-
old of developmental changes that are now in full swing. They are the last
generation to have experienced the island still widely independent of a tourist
economy, the last to have a genuine memory of donkeys on dirt roads and a
bustling Sunday Bazaar in Potamos, of families clustering for the olive harvest
and a community stomping grapes in stone winepresses. They were fortunate
enough to have grown up without the shadow of pre industrial hardship col-
ouring the scope of theirimaginations, so it's no wonder his quiet and depend-
able integrity endures in the many public works and social programmes that
he established as the president of the region. In character and in practice, he
embraced the simplicity and independence of the past while stillimplementing
beneficial developments for the island and its future citizens.

MINOAN SANCTUARY

Gazing up at the towering
hill of Leska, behind Mylo-
potamos and to the North
West of Mt Mermingari, it's
not hard to imagine Bronze
Age inhabitants walking up
a path carrying food, votive
figurines and pebbles to of-
fer to the Gods at the Sanc-
tuary at its peak.

In 2003 sherds were found
at Leska that were very sim-
ilar to those at the Minoan
Peak Sanctuary at Agios
Giorgios sto Vouno. Atheni-
an research fellow Mercou-
rios Georgiadis led an exca-
vation of the site in 2012
which strongly suggested
that Leska is the site of the
second Minoan Peak Sanctu-
ary on the island, associat-
ed with the sacred cave of
Katafygada on the slope of
Mt Mermingari.

He described his findings in
an intriguing webinar in De-
cember 2024 which we were
able to attend, thanks to
The Friends of Museums of
Kythera. His book detailing
these findings, The Sacred
Landscape at Leska and Mi-
noan Kythera, was published
in 2023 and is now available
on Amazon.

KYTHERA 20 YEARS FROM NOW

SOME OF OUR READERS may have heard or read about the
Local Urban Plan that was announced earlier this year which seeks
to lay the foundations for the future development of the island.
As such, it is important that all of us locals, long term residents,
business owners, farmers, tourists and members of the Diaspora
alike take the time to learn what the plan entails.

The Local and Special Urban Plans have been financed by the Eu-
ropean Union, specifically by the Recovery and Resilience Fund.
Greece’s Ministry of Economic Development, as the project
owner, is responsible for the urban reform program, while the
Technical Chamber of Greece has been assigned the role of the
implementing body of all the above Local/Special Urban Plans.

Local Urban Plans (LUPS) are sets of texts, diagrams and maps that

define a series of spatial, urban and environmental issues related

to the spatial development and organization of a study area.

LUPs will define:

e Land uses.

¢ The conditions and restrictions for construction.

¢ Residential areas, settlement boundaries and areas for urban
development.

e Protection areas and zones for the development of produc-
tive activities.

o As well as measures for adapting to climate change and emer-
gency situations, etc.

Upon completion of the plans, "maps" and "texts" will be made
available that will clearly describe what is permitted to be de-
veloped, under what building conditions and in which areas.
The Local Urban Plans will then be reviewed for their legality by
the Council of State (CoS) at which point they will receive final
approval by Presidential Decree.

The intention is that these new urban planning tools avoid
conflicting interpretations and appeals that often delay the
implementation of many projects, while facilitating sustainable
investment activities and protecting the environment.

Kythera is one of 277 Municipal regions taking part in this na-
tionwide program.

Three different scenarios were presented to the Municipal
Council by the researchers in early February.

Scenario 1: Zero intervention
Scenario 2: Mild intervention
Scenario 3: Highly interventionist

Members of the community and various community groups
were given five days to submit their responses.

Since the presentation of the three scenarios, engineer Andre-
as Mariatos who was the council’s initial representative on the
monitoring committee, has been replaced by Nicholas Magoulas.
Nicholas, in consultation with the Council, has been proposing
higher levels of urban development in the Scenarios.

There will be time for consultation with the community, asso-
ciations, community groups and the diaspora, although going
to print, Kythera Summer Edition has received no scheduled
dates for consultations.

EDITORIAL |

Opposition brings concord.
Out of discord comes the fairest harmony. Heraclitus

KYTHERA, WITH ITS OPEN FIELDS and olive groves, century old vil-
lage squares, pristine beaches and breathtaking landscapes, has
its roots planted firmly in the old world. This is both the source
of the island’s strength and its vulnerability. The new world’s
advanced technology, unabashed financial greed and pervasive
social media has created an upheaval in local culture and rapid
destruction of local life.

THE CONTROVERSY SURROUNDING the loss of the president of the
Karavas region Kosmas Tzortzopoulos late last year, has left the
Kytherian community in a pall of grief and anger. An all-engulfing
cloud of fury has erupted from the toxically entrenched dismissal
of the majority’s needs, effected by a small power base. We can
no longer avoid addressing these issues. Kythera needs to com-
mit to a conscious healing.

THE EUROPEAN RECOVERY FUND has approved a comprehensive
study for a Local Urban Plan for Kythera. This is the first time the
Greek Government has considered the urban planning future
of the island and the survival of Kythera's 65 villages. The Lo-
cal Urban Plan shall be presented for consultation from August
2025. This Plan needs to address environmental sustainability
and provide sustainable economic growth. At the same time, it
must protect Kythera's natural resources and historic integrity.
IN THE PAST, THE ISLAND'S VISIONARIES were philanthropists and
academics, many from the Kytherian diaspora and abroad. Indi-
viduals who acted on their own initiative to establish works such
as the Patrikio Agricultural School in Karavas, the Old People’s
Home in Potamos and the High School in Chora to name but a
few. In 1959, when Jurgen Koksma delivered a report on ways
to improve the living conditions on Kythera to the World Council
of Churches (WCC), he emphasized that this was not a short-
term plan but one that would take at least 10 to 15 years to
complete. Working together with the local population and the
Kytherian Archdiocese, Jurgen Koksma created the foundations
of the Kytherian society that we all recognise today. Now, in
2025, Kythera must implement a contemporary urban plan to
help facilitate economic prosperity.

OVER THE DECADES, KYTHERIANS have been offered numerous
opportunities. Projects, with the potential to change the face
of Kythera, were not pursued by our public officials and com-
munity leaders who were either unwilling or unable to see the
bigger picture. As a community we have not done well enough.
We have fallen short as elected government officials and com-
munity representatives; as leaders and members of local cultural
associations, Foundations and community groups; as teachers;
as parents and friends. We haven't advocated for the inherent
rights and benefits of our children and the community.

THE TRAGIC FIRES AT MATI AND THE TEMPI TRAIN DISASTER exposed
the incompetence and vulnerability of the Greek judicial system.
161 citizens died and not one responsible parliamentarian has
been held accountable. No words can articulate the devastation
and physical and mental pain these tragedies have caused. The
demonstrations of millions of Greeks both here and abroad are
evidence that Greek citizens no longer have faith in the judicial
and political systems that purport to represent them.

THIS LACK OF FAITH IN OUR GOVERNING INSTITUTIONS at a national
level is a wake-up call for Kythera's governing bodies and associ-
ations. Corruption and intimidation within the ranks of power at
all levels of government exist in all societies. The difference isin
how each society approaches these transgressions, how much
they learn from them and what they do to counter injustice and
corruption.

IN 2025 KYTHERA'S BEST HOPE LIES in spiritual and community
regeneration through planning and action. Even in the darkest
of circumstances, a spark of hope can be borne by a leadership
willing to show compassion, to demonstrate to the local commu-
nity that it can find consensus, broker middle ground and govern
with shared visions.

KYTHERA SUMMER EDITION PROPOSES that the Municipality of
Kythera, working together with local associations, create a schol-
arship in the name of the late Kosmas Tzortzopoulos. Kosmas was
passionate about his community. He gave of his time and heart. A
scholarship in his name to be awarded to a student who excelled
in whatever field they too were passionate about - sport, aca-
demia, art - would be a positive first healing step for acommunity
that continues to be weighed down by a deep sadness.
KYTHERA'S LONG-TERM PROSPERITY AND PROGRESS will be secured
through consensus and genuine community spirit, through Coun-
cil, opposition parties and the local population working together.
Itis crucial that all elements of Kytherian society are considered
in the current urban plan for a progressive and visionary future.
Like Jurgen Koksma's plan of 1959, the 2025 Local Urban Plan
demands a long-term commitment and must not serve the short-
term gain of profiteers.
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It is imperative that currently
pending decisions and practices
protect the health, wellbeing and
future of Kythera's youth. Our
youth and young families are al-
ready inadequately provided for
in terms of educational facilities
and infrastructural support.

What will they be left with if
their island is sacrificed to the
spectre of industrial Wind Power
Turbines?

What will Kythera's youth be sad-
dled with if the Scenario selected
for the Local Urban Plan is inva-
sive and extreme?

Kythera is currently under severe
threat from an application by the
Terna Energy Group (which was
recently acquired by Abu Dha-
bi energy company Masdar) for
three large sites of Wind Turbines
within NATURA 2000 areas. Con-
cerned individuals and groups
have until 9 July 2025 to sign the
petition against this application.

Why, after waiting more than
twelve months, has the SPECIAL
ENVIRONMENTAL STUDY (S.E.S.)
prepared for Kythera by the
Ministry of Environment, which
proposes a universal ban on the
installation of Wind Turbines on
Kythera due to its environmental
value, still not been approved by
ministerial decision nor become
a Presidential Decree?

This is a busy summer. Following
the July deadline to object to the
Wind Turbines, from August the
National Planning Authority shall
commence consultations on the
extremely significant issue of
the three alternative Local Urban
Plan scenarios put forward to de-
termine the spatial organisation
and development of Kythera.
Again, all are welcome to partici-
pate in the consultation process.
We must take care to select an
option that will not destroy our
children’s future by allowing
cruise ships, private beaches and
construction on cultural and nat-
ural landscapes.

As we read in these pages,
Kythera's wealth for future gen-
erations is imbedded in its unique
beauty, its bird and botanical bi-
odiversity, in its preservation of
the "human scale'. Visitors flock
to this oasis precisely because it
offers eco-tourism possibilities
rather than mass tourism facili-
ties. Let us not mine this diamond
of an island for our own gains
leaving our children to survive
on the dregs of a tailings dam.

CRADLE OF GRACE |

FROM THE CHAOS OF THE COSMOS emerged Gaia. Earth, in turn, gave birth to
Ouranos, Sky, whom she also took as her husband. Together, they bore the Titans, the
Cyclopes, and... Greeks. Fearing that his children would seize his power, Sky chose to
dispose of them, burying them in the ground. But Earth grew weary of bearing chil-
dren and having them taken away, and so conspired with her son, Kronos, to castrate
their unloving father. Kronos (Chronos, meaning Time), who succeeded Ouranos to the
throne, did just as his father had done before him choosing, however, to devour his
children instead of burying them.

Let me speak of Kronos, the Greek god who
consumed his own offspring. His cursed de-
vourment was passed on through the gen-
erations, striking down, on its way even
Pythagoras, the one who first introduced
the word philosopher, causing him to perish
from hunger. This curse continued, forc-
ing Socrates to suicide by poisoning, while,
in another prison Phidias perished behind
bars, accused of arrogance.

How are we ever to be redeemed of this
curse - can the extant wisdom of Socrates
cast a light towards internal measure, beau-
ty and virtue?

Let us envision Socrates deliberating with
his prodigy Phaedrus, seated under the
shade of the plane trees by the llisos River,
contemplating the riddle of Life and Love
with their discussion ending in a prayer.

A prayer that every person, regardless of race or gender, should learn in childhood
and carry with them throughout their life. We Greeks, should recite this prayer two to
three times a day, in honour of Socrates, our forefather. And this is what the Prayer
says in the Greek of that time:

"0 dear Pan, and all other gods who dwell in this place, grant me internal beauty and
may my external virtues be in harmony with this beauty within me. Let me deem the
wise man to be truly rich, and may | possess only as much gold as a prudent man can
bear and carry.”

The great 'Pan’ was the companion and friend of humankind, as were the other gods
of the land of the Muses. According to a foreign sailor's account, the great “Pan” died
on the shores of the lonian Sea.

People prayed to these household gods for nothing more than beauty both outward and
internal. With this Prayer, they sought from the gods to be granted "wealth” only in the
form of wisdom. And that they might possess only as much gold as wise men could bear.
After reciting their prayer, Socrates asks: “Is there anything else to consider, my dear
Phaedrus? For | believe | have kept proper measure in my prayer."

Measure, my friend. Even in prayer. Especially in prayer.

According to the ancient sage, this word measure cannot be surpassed even by the Sun
itself. Measure. That which revealed to humankind the Greek miracle.

Measure which built Parthenons. The Parthenons of Virtue. Greek Virtue signifies harmo-
ny and number, reveals structure and rhythm, and uncovers the therefore of reasoning.

Virtue uncovers souls of good order and internal justice redeeming us, as ideal citizens,
of ajust Republic.
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DISCOVERING KYTHERA

FADING RELIGIOUS \TRADITIONS

IT'S EASY TO GET SWEPT UP in the island’s summer activities. There is
another side to the island | encourage you to explore and that is its rich re-
ligious heritage.

The summer months are home to some of Kythera's most significant Paniyiria
(religious festivals). The celebrations of Agia Elessa on August 1st, Agia Moni
on August 6th and Myrtidia on August 15th are the island’s highlights. Beyond
these major festivals, there are smaller religious services and festivities held
in small churches throughout the island’s villages. Each church has its own
special celebration, offering contemplation and stillness.

These services offer a wonderful opportunity to connect with the local com-
munity. Afterwards, morning tea is often served outside the church, where
you can chat with the priest and other members of the congregation. Itis a
charming way to experience the day to day life of a Kytherian village and learn
about theisland’s cultural and religious fabric. Even if you're not particularly
religious, spending a couple of hours attending one of these services is a
meaningful way to experience Kythera in its truest form.

I have heard wonderful stories from older villagers about the Paniyiria. My
father Theodore Trifylls and his family would leave their home in Trifyllianika
before dawn, riding on donkeys to reach the Myrtidia Monastery for the early
morning service of the Holy Virgin Mary (Panayia). After the service, they
would picnic under the trees, sharing food and drink with other islanders,
and then dance and sing to the melodies of violins. At the service held at the
Paliochora fortress - a site of religious significance for over 300 years - | heard
of hundreds of donkeys that would be tethered in the churchyard, having
brought villagers from across the island to attend the church. What a sight!
One of the most emotional services for me is the one held at the Agios Yiannis
churchin Trifyllianika, dedicated to St. John the Baptist. On the 28th and 29th
of August every year | attend the same service my grandparents and great
grandparents attended.

These occasions are an opportunity to connect with the island’s soul, to wit-
ness the slow rhythms of Kytherian life that have remained largely unchanged
for centuries.

You will leave with a renewed appreciation for the island’s rich cultural her-
itage and your support will ensure these church services will continue every

BE AMAZED AND ADMIRE!

IT WAS EARLY NOVEMBER
when | visited Robin in her
Kythera Nature Museum in
Kypriotianika. It was the first
really rainy day in the north,
with good steady life-giving
water after another dry, hot
summer. We greeted each
other, full of laughter, so
joyful and exuberant. Sheep
with fluffy coats stand like
luminous halos in the field.
We hold our breath: is nature
resilient enough to recover?
In the small tranquil village, overlooking a mystical landscape
with cypresses and old olive trees, you will find the Museum
and the house where Robin lives with her artist husband George
Tzannes. "We bought a ruin and George turned it into a house.
Living here has everything, we are a real community, everyone
in the village is koupndpa (koumpara), and farming is still done
as it was a hundred years ago."

Robin and George met in New York which is also their home
town, where their children, family and friends live. Half of the
year they enjoy museums, parks and the energy that the city
provides while the other half they spend in Kythera, for them
a perfect combination of both worlds that they love so much.

Robin was raised in a family where nature was part of life. Her
mother was a wonderful gardener and passed on her love for
all living things to her children. "Nature was always a wonderful
thing to hold, to look at and interact with", says Robin. "At a
very young age | put flowers in books and had collections of
bugs. We had all kinds of pets and regularly brought temporary
guests into the house, such as frogs, insects and snakes. We
were never afraid, just fascinated and I'm so grateful that we
grew up this way."

"When | first came to Kythera with George, | was s0 amazed at
how rich the island’s natural life was. | did not immediately start
collecting. Then in the late 80's we found two dead owls in our
house in Fratsia when we came home after a holiday. Just bones
and feathers, so incredibly beautiful. | put them on a bookshelf
to admire, and people loved it! From then on, | put everything
| found on the shelf. That was the beginning of the museum."

Robin has built up a beautiful collection of feathers, shells,
fossils, all sorts of rocks, dried plants, skeletons and insects.

to dig there in search of clay with which they would waterproof their roofs. With the passage of time,

preserved the rainwater.

anthropogenic in origin, the spot rapidly acquired a significant environmental importance as rushes and
other aquatic vegetation became established, while wild birds and animals would regularly congregate

there to drink and bathe.

One of the first projects undertaken by the Kythera Green Citizens Movement was the cleanup and pro-
tection of this location, which had become choked by rubbish and building rubble, with the lake near
extinction. With permission from the Municipality, volunteers organised an initial cleanup and enclosed
the space. In February, funds were raised for the removal of substantial amounts of rubble using a back-
hoe and truck. As a result, the site has revived as if by magic and the surface of the pond has more than
tripled. A further cleanup is programmed for this autumn.

THE LIFE OF MY GRANDFATHER JOHN ANDRONICUS

Drawn to explore her family’s historic connection to Greece, photographer
Jacqueline Andronicus travelled to her ancestral homeland of Kythira.
Over the years, as she photographed the ‘wildness’ of Kythira, the pur-
pose of her journey revealed itself - to tell her grandfather’s story and
share her photographs of Kythira. Jacqueline has recently completed a
photo book titled Mythical Kythira, with breathtaking photographs and
stories, weaving together generations of love for Kythira. Following is
an excerpt from Jacqueline’s soon to be published book detailing the
life of her grandfather John Andronicus and the story of the renowned

MY GRANDFATHER JOHN ANDRONICUS was the youngest of eleven chil-
dren, born October 1894 in Mylopotamos to fisherman Damianos Nicholas
and his wife Vassiliki, nee Karidis. Like many Greek families, the Andronicus
brothers threw off the confines of island life and sought adventure in Aus-
tralia, where even in the early days of the 20th century a considerable Greek
community was being established. In October 1908, at the age of 13, young
John left Kythira, boarding ‘'The Bremen’ and carrying the blessings of his
parents, and the "good luck” wishes of his friends. At the Suez Canal, he dis-
embarked and spent a month with his uncle Emanuel Carydis, who was fond
of coffee. During the month John spent there he came to learn quite a bit
about coffee and coffee making. It was the start of what became a consuming
lifetime dedication.

He arrived in Sydney in November 1908, and having learnt a little English on the
voyage, was able to pick up the language quickly when he went to West Mait-
land to live with his brother Mick. John later left to join his brothers Nicholas
and George in Tamworth, before joining his brothers Charles and Emanuel in
Sydney. In 1910 they invited John to come and learn the business in their new
store at 197 George Street. Andronicus Bros was one of Australia’s earliest
commercial coffee roasting businesses. John eagerly seized the opportunity,
moving into the top floor of the premises. From the day he arrived it was
hard work, but work he loved. At this time they were roasting 90kg of coffee
every day. Their trademark became 'AB - Always Best'.

The years after World War 1 saw steady but increasing prosperity for the
Andronicus Bros business. In 1928 John married my grandmother Kathleen

Gordon, who became a tre-
mendous partner as well
as an inspiration, she knew
every facet of the business.
Working 14 hours a day, 7
days a week, for many years
and producing two beauti-
ful sons Charles and George,
she contributed greatly to
the success of the busi-
ness. The opening of the
Sydney Harbour Bridge in
1932 had an adverse effect
on the business. Pedestrian
and vehicular traffic which
previously travelled down
George Street to the busy
ferry wharf at Circular Quay
was now diverted. Trade at
the shop slowed markedly
and to deal with this, John
placed more emphasis on
wholesaling. Through the
1930's the brothers start-
ed to develop separate in-
terests and John began to
emerge as principal within
the coffee empire. In 1936
he and Kathleen became
sole proprietors of the 197
George Street business.
They concentrated on the
lines they knew best, hav-
ing an ever-growing reputa-
tion in coffee, tea and hand
dipped chocolates.

World War Il brought difficul-
ties and welcome bonuses,
with a remarkable increase
in the consumption of cof-
fee in Australia. The influx of
European migrants helped
acquaint Australians with
foreign tastes and increased
the popularity of European
foods, so they later diver-
sified with the inclusion of
continental food items such
as olives, assorted tradition-
al cheeses, halva and sesame
seeds. The war and post war
years were very competitive
ones in the coffee business.
Following a suggestion by
Kathleen, the shop was mod-
ernised and an espresso bar
installed. They installed a ‘La
Caramali’ espresso machine,
with fancy lights like a grand
poker machine. The stand
up bar embodied the real
espresso concept, no sitting
down with your newspaper,
have your coffee and go. It
was standing room only at
this popular meeting place,
the aroma of freshly roasted
coffee wafting down George
Street attracted customers
in droves, they would turn
over 200 - 300 people every
lunchtime.

It was a beautiful shop, hav-
ing big box windows in the
front with brass corners and
brass handles on the dou-
ble front doors, which were
polished every day. Inside
was a long counter, behind
it a huge chest of drawers
eight metres long, made of
pale oak, containing sSixty
drawers filled with choco-
lates. Down the end was the
coffee and the magnificent
brass roaster, roasting some
200 pounds of beans every
day. All the bean varieties
were stored in square tins;

jaro, Brazilian Santos, Arabian Mocha and Matari and Sasani from
Yemen. With all the freshly roasted coffee and brewing tea, the
shop exuded exotic aromas. The Club Blend was used in the shop,
a darker roast blend of Arabian Mocha and Kenya, toned down
for the Australian taste, not the strong Italian flavour.

In 1950 John Andronicus returned home to Kythira, it was his
first time in 43 years since leaving but he never forgot his
homeland. He had remembered a busy town and a public school
packed with children. By 1950 Mylopotamos was a quiet village
with the school 3/4’s empty, many houses uninhabited shells.
The population a mere 3000 with 38000 having settled in NSW
alone. In 1964 he took Kathleen to Kythira, to introduce her to
his family and show her the beauty of his homeland.

The teenage sons of John and Kathleen often helped out in the
shop at 197 George Street, spending many school holidays in-
volved in the business and learning the trade. They could not
wait to finish school and join their parents in the business and
in 1948 the brothers became part of the Andronicus Coffee em-
pire. My father George recalled his duty was to stack and store
the coffee off a truck carrying four to five tonnes of beans.
Most bags weighed 60kg but the Arabian Mocha weighed close
to 80kg. They stored them out the back, stacked to the ceiling
which was six metres high, regularly climbing up and down the
ladder with the heavy coffee bags slung over their shoulders.
The small store could not support three families, so in the early
1960s the brothers Charles and George established their own
wholesale company, Andronicus Coffee Pty Ltd. Opening their
first factory in Crows Nest on Sydney’s Lower North Shore, they
took over the roasting for the store and wholesale orders. My
father recalls the roasters at 197 George Street had a flue which
stretched up three floors. It was a real fire hazard. In 1963, the
need for even larger premises, saw them secure land in West
Ryde to build a factory. It was an exciting project, to be set up
specifically as a coffee factory. They opened their doorsin 1965.
Fourteen years later in 1979, the increasing need for expansion
saw the brothers building a much larger factory in Castle Hill.
Charles feeling the need for a change in direction, sold his share
of the business to George and opened Cafe Andronicus, the
first of his many popular coffee lounges in Sydney. Andronicus
Coffee continued to thrive under the guidance of George, until
the successful sale of the business to Nestle in 1986, marking
the end of an era for one of the best known importers of coffee
in Australia in the 20th century.

John, together with his wife Kathleen, continued at the George
Street shop until 1973. After 63 years, the business closed, and
the building was demolished as part of a major redevelopment,
becoming The Regent Hotel. The boys walked out of the shop
with their father for the last time February 1973. “It was a
dramatic day,” John Andronicus exclaimed, “I've had enough,
they can take me now, | have done it all." Four months after
the closure of 197 George Street, John Andronicus passed away
peacefully in his sleep. He was a tired but happy man, having
witnessed the growth of a remarkable empire.

OF WATER

WATER. THE STUFF OF LIFE

By Aris Eropoulos

“GIVEN THE PHYSIOGNOMY OF CERIGO just described, rivers of any impor-
tance could not be expected to occur. There are several streams, however,
which continue to run throughout the whole year. One rises from the central
chain of mountains near the village of Mylopotamos. Another rises near the vil-
lage of Mitata; a third runs through the village of Carova, turns also many mills.
There are other less important rivulets but not worthy of particular notice.""
A cursory glance at Kythera's topography reveals a landscape that has been
drying out for a long, long time. The large water course at Paleopoli and the
broad, dry stream bed at Platia Ammos suggest a time - now far distant - when
water was once abundant.

Moving forward into modern times, the presence of industrial relics alongside
various waterways is clear evidence of the drying out of the landscape. Five
watermills (still active as recently as 19232 once dotted the creek in Karavas.
Mitata also supported five mills, while the greatest concentration and largest
number of watermills was to be found in the ravine at Mylopotamos.

The Mylopotomos mills are important cultural and industrial artefacts. They
are critical to the island’s social and environmental landscape, acting as a mag-
net for locals, tourists and hik-
ers alike. We can marvel at the
ingenuity of their construction,
at the hydro engineering skill
that channeled water to them,
making them into viable com-
mercial assets. But they are not
so marvellous without the wa-
ter that made them work. This
was highlighted in recent years
when the watercourse through
the Mylopotomos ravine dried
out entirely. No more waterfalls;
no more leaping from crags into
the water pools below; and no
more the incessant, noisy gurgle
of water running into the ravine.
It was a sobering experience.
Kythera’'s mills were abandoned years ago, not because of climate change,
rather it was emigration and changing agricultural practices that caused their
demise. If we don't start to focus on water management, we might find our
community going the same way as the mills. Abandoned.

We are not alone in this challenge. Changing weather patterns, such as a dra-
matic decline in the amount of rainfall or a major change in the distribution
of rain throughout the year, challenge a large number of communities. It
requires adaptation. And few communities in the western world have been
fast to do so. With the Local Urban Plan (TPS) development model for Kythera
having been released for public comment in February of this year, this topic
is of immediate relevance. For no matter which path the community elects
to go, water will be the central issue, either constraining or enabling our
ambitions as a community.

Given the volume of rain this past winter, the urgency around adaptation might
not seem so pressing. But with rainfall of approximately 540mm per annum,
which places our annual rainfall out of the semi-arid zone by an extremely slim
20mm margin, and with little apparent appetite on the island (or elsewhere for
that matter) to build dams, here are a few simple ideas to drive water security.
Every flat surface needs to act as a collection area for water. Traditional
design techniques on Kythera and similar islands have long put architecture
into the mix in water catchment and retention. With flat surfaces connected
to a sterna, you are on the road to water security. While | would be surprised
if anyone building now did not include a sterna in their plans, what about
ensuring that no new building or development approvals are granted without
a water capture and catchment plan as part of the development? Grey water
recycling is also an important element in the mix. A tourism development of
scale would comprise hundreds of square meters of flat surfaces and hard-
stand. A water catchment, storage and recycling plan ought to be a core part
of any planning application. Such an approach imposes an obligation upon
all of us, whether resident or developer, to acknowledge the environment
in which we live and our individual and community responsibilities to act to
mitigate our claim on water resources.

We also must remember that town water is a relatively recent service on

Kythera. This year The Kythe-
rian Genealogy Project pub-
lished photos dated from
the 1960's showing trenches
being dug to connect Pota-
mos to the water service - a
salient reminder that for the
largest part of the human
history of this island tap wa-
ter was not available. And
yet the island has historically
supported a larger popula-
tion than it does today. In the
1870's, for example, the pop-
ulation was estimated to be
12,000. The island also sup-
ported extensive agriculture.
The British survey of Cerigo
in 1838 records 12,000 acres
of agriculture and 5,000 acres
of grazing land. Interestingly
wine acreage was only 1,152
acres, with olives even less
at 514 acres. Back in 1836,
Kytherians were cultivating
a wide range of crops, all of
which required water, over
thousands of acres of land.
Perhaps we should be more
ambitious? What about uti-
lizing the entire hard sur-
face of the village as water
catchment to create a com-
munity sterna? Imagine the
perivolia each community
could sustain? Reduce the
amount of food imported to
the island and create more
local employment - perhaps
even consider re-establishing
some of the old agricultural
practices that were once
commonplace, in addition to
the current beekeeping and
salt harvesting. In reading
the historical record, Kythe-
rian onions were once highly
esteemed as was our Muscat
wine. Sure, this might sound
like | want us to return to an
agrarian past, but that's not
the point. The point is water
management gives our com-
munity the capacity to adapt
and innovate and diversify
our economic base.

In a world of increasing same-
ness, a return to those things
that enhance the uniqueness
of our island are important
sources of strength and re-
silience for our community.
This is the economy that wa-
ter drives. Given the reality of
climate change, the preserva-
tion, storage and use of wa-
ter ought to be our primary
community concern.

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The Watermills
of Kythera

THIS INTERESTING and informative
book about Kythera's watermills pub-
lished in 2005, by Yannis G. Kasimatis,
explores the history of watermills, from
their origins in ancient times to those
i more contemporary mills in Greece and,
in particular, on Kythera. While there were once thousands of
watermills on the Greek mainland and larger islands, the author
focuses on the areas of Kythera where watermills were located.
Spread across the island, there were several streams that flowed
to the sea. The watermills were built downstream alongside
these streams, allowing water to flow down purpose-built chan-
nels that suppled each of the mills.

Oneillustration, reproduced above, shows the locations of most
of Mylopotamos's mills, starting at the village and heading down
the valley to Kalami Beach. The hames of the former owners
are mentioned. The book also contains a schematic diagram,
drawn by the author, illustrating the mechanical operation of a
watermill. The diagram shows the tapered shaft (Boutoi) where
the water entered with great force, driving the horizontal wheel
which turned the higher placed millstones. From the diagram it
is also possible to see how the grain was ground into flour. On
the bottom right we can see (£€060¢ vepou) where the water
flows out to continue its way downstream to a lower mill and
then, finally, to the sea.

The Watermills of Kythera, unfortunately no longerin print, isa
remarkable book that leaves a vivid impression of what life was
once like on Kythera.

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THE WATERMILLS ON KYTHERA

by Marianne Both

IT MUST BE DIFFICULT for anyone who has experienced the
drought over the summer months in recent years to imagine
that Kythera was once a water-rich island with many
streams. Along those streams stood watermills that
ground the grain grown by the locals into the flour they
used to bake bread and other products.

Watermills, built to optimise the power of water, have
existed in Greece and elsewhere since ancient times.
Kythera supported 78 watermills spread across the is-
land. There were 23 mills in Mylopotamos alone. Mylo-
potamos literally means ‘River of Mills'. The water of
the now almost dried-up stream flowed from above the
village via specially constructed channels down to the
various mills. The downward pressure caused by the wa-
ter that entered the deep, tapered mill shafts generated
the power that drove the millstones.

The watermills were built in the 16th century and were in con-
stant use until the various waves of emigration from Kythera
that began in 1890 and ended in the 1940s caused them slowly
but surely to fall into disuse. The last watermill finally closed
in 1948. In the years that followed, the island’s mills fell into
ruins. With the exception of the first mill, which you pass when
you descend from Mylopotamos along a steep footpath leading
to the Fonissa waterfall, the watermills eventually disappeared
from sight, buried under lush vegetation.

The path that ran alongside the various mills was also completely
overgrown. But in 2004, the mills and the path were rediscov-
ered by Frank van Weerde of Pyrgos House in Potamos. Frank’s
curiosity had been aroused earlier that year when a resident of
Platia Ammos had told him about the mills. After three attempts
to enter the barely passable area, Frank finally came across the
ruins of several mills. To his great surprise, large volumes of water
flowed forcefully past the mills via a series of waterfalls, eventu-
ally running into a small lake. Deep enough to be swimmable, this
lake was frequented by hikers until only a few years ago.

The watermill valley in Mylopotamos was made accessible to hikers
in 2004-2005 through
the joint efforts of the
municipality of Kythera,
the village association
of Mylopotamos, vari-
ous private individuals,
Kipa/Kythera Trails and
Pyrgos House. The cur-
rent hiking trail runs
from the Fonissa wa-
terfall via the Filippas
watermill to the more
distant ruins. The walk
through the watermill
valley is also described
in the Pyrgos House
Hiking Guide Kythera

on Foot under Walks 17 and 18. This guide
is published in four languages and can be
purchased at Pyrgos House and in book-
shops in Potamos and Livadi.

Worth mentioning is the above-men-
tioned Filippas watermill, which you pass
as you head down the valley. In 2007 Fil-
ippas, the grandson and namesake of the
last miller, who lived in the United States,
decided to restore his grandfather’s wa-
termill. The mill had been in the family
for over 350 years. As a child Filippas had
seen his grandfather at work and knew
how the mill worked. Its restoration, a
labour of love, was described in the travel
guides about Kythera. Next to the terrace
at the mill there is also a beautifully land-
scaped garden. Until a few years ago you
could enjoy a coffee at the mill and look
around the interior workings as Filippas
explained how the system operated. That,
unfortunately, came to an end after Filip-
pas's sudden death. You can still observe
the course of the water that is channelled
to the mill, however, and the building’s
exterior is a stunning picture of the orig-
inal construction.

While there were water mills alongside
streams elsewhere on the island, their ru-
ins are mostly inaccessible. You can still
come across ruins of water mills, how-
ever, if you do Walk 12 from Kythera on
Foot. This walk starts in Potamos and runs
via Kousounari where the mills are locat-
ed in a beautiful wooded area.

What is missing today, however, is suf-
ficient water. In recent years, Kythera
has suffered from severe drought with
much less rain falling over the winter
months than was usual in the past. As a
consequence, the Fonissa waterfall has
dried up in recent years and barely any
water flowed through the stream in the
watermill valley. Drought is a problem
that many countries are struggling with.
Fortunately, it has rained regularly this
winter and the water channels of My-
lopotamos ran once more. This spring,
as | am writing this, the water is again
flowing into the stream in the watermill
valley via the Fonissa waterfall. It remains
to be seen whether this will prove to be
enough water to continue to feed the
stream this summer. Let us hope - de-
spite global climate change - that suffi-
cient rain will continue to fall on Kythera
during the coming winters.

Helena Schrader is the author of six critically acclaimed
non-fiction history books and twenty historical novels,
twelve of which have earned one or more literary awards.

Her current project Bridge of Tomorrow is a three-part
series on Russia’s year-long blockade of Berlin which trig-
gered the most massive airlift in aviation history. It brings
to life the men and women who overcame unprecedent-
ed challenges to undertake a humanitarian mission - and
ultimately succeeded in delivering the most spectacular
logistical achievement of the 20th Century. Cold Peace,
the first in the series and winner of six literary awards, sets
the stage for the Blockade and Airlift. Cold War explores
the enormous challenges faced by the Allies while Cold
Victory depicts the conclusion of the Blockade and the price paid for Berlin’s
freedom.

Helena has also written six novels set in Ancient Sparta, among them the Le-
onidas Trilogy. It was a passion for ancient Sparta and the realization that the
modern depiction of Sparta was at odds with the archaeological and historical
evidence that inspired her to explore this ancient society. The third book in
her Leonidas Trilogy has been translated and released in Greece.

IN 2002, two members of
the East London Late Starter
Orchestra (ELLSO), searching
for anidyllic place in Greece
to hold a music course, hap-
pened on Kythera.

An early evening arrival by
ferry at Agia Pelagia, a cliff
edge climb to traverse the
island and an exhilarating
descent for a fish meal in
Kapsali were proof enough
that the perfect place had
been found. The fact that
Kythera boasted a compos-
er, a wind band, an active
arts scene and the prospect
of a seafront amphitheatre

were welcome bonuses.
Originally intended as a one-
off event to celebrate 21
years of ELLSO string teach-
ing, the orchestral course
has taken place every year
since (bar one COVID inter-
mission). Now organised by
Allcomers Music, the course
brings 40 musicians to the
island every May.
Allcomers Music is dedicat-
ed to encouraging and sup-
porting participation in the
arts. As part of its mission,
it organised a ‘taster’ lesson
for island residents, in May
2019. Led by Athens-based
violinist Danai Loukidi, the
lesson set out to demon-
strate that anyone can
learn to play an instrument,
whatever their age and pre-
vious experience.
The result, in October of
that year, was the creation
of an embryo Kythera Com-
munity String Orchestra.
Since then, under the tu-
telage of Danai and contin-
ued support from Alicomers
Music, the group has grown
in number and experience
such that, over the past
winter it met weekly on
Sunday afternoons in the
Philharmoniki mainly as a
self-help chamber ensem-
ble.
Learning to play an instru-
ment and making music
with others is one of the
most rewarding journeys
one can make in life. The
Kythera Community String
Orchestra is always open to
new comers and has instru-
ments it can loan and links
to tutors.

BIRD ON A WIRE

THE SONG BIRD ON A WIRE, was written by the musician
Leonard Cohen on the island of Hydra. Cohen resided on Hydra
during the 1960's, joining an expatriate community that includ-
ed the Australian authors Charmian Clift (author of Peel Me a
Lotus) and George Johnson (author of My Brother Jack). It was
said that the inspiration for the song was a bird spied out of
Cohen’s bedroom window. It wasn't the bird that was unusual;
rather, it was the wire upon which it alighted.

The meaning of the song has been much debated. Whatever
reading of the song you elect, Bird on a Wire has an alternative
significance. The bird on the wire represents modernity intrud-
ing upon Hydra. Here, finally, were the first wires slung between
transmission poles that would bring electric lighting to Hydra.
Life was transformed. Doubtless, the demand for kerosene and
oil lamps plummeted as the island’s living rooms and tavernas
became washed in the bright glow of electric light bulbs. This
was the 1960's.

And here we are in 2025 still stringing those same wires between
poles. While Cohen managed to create a song of beauty and
whimsy out of this new element appearing on the landscape,
there is nothing remotely poetic about transmission wires (now
cables) and their associated poles that crisscross Kythera. Rath-
er, they are a significant form of visual pollution that has been
allowed to scar our island’s landscape while also quite possibly
one of the greatest sources of risk to the community.

Kythera Summer Edition first raised the issue of power poles
and overhead cables way back in 2001. It is time to revisit it,
particularly in relation to the significant increase in the number
of homes being built outside of village boundaries, with each
property requiring power and water connections. As the current
wave of new builds are often located on ridge lines, the number
of transmission lines in places of visual prominence has increased
dramatically. All of us, the entire island community, have to suf-
fer the visual clutter of poles and wires just so one single home
can be provided with power. Curiously many of these new land-
owners choose to run their power lines underground from their
property boundary to their home.

Underground? Now there’s a novel idea. Well, not really. Under-
ground power cables are becoming increasingly commonplace
around the world. (The first underground cables were installed
in London in the 1890°'s).

Putting cables underground is not just about eliminating visual
pollution however, it is also about mitigating the risk of wild-
fires. Power poles and cables are vulnerable to extreme weather
events. There are numerous examples in both California and
Australia where wildfires have been caused by falling power
poles or from sparking created by the slapping together of
power cables in high winds. (High winds - something Kythera
has in abundance.)

Brpa Bripa. Step by step. Let's start to look at ways to achieve
a safer and more beautiful island.

KYTHERA
AT A GLANCE

Kythera's unique history is due to its geo-
graphical location. Until the Corinth Canal
opened in 1893, the island was located at
the crossroads between the East and West
and Africa making her strategically desirable.
Over the centuries Kythera has been under
the control of various powers.

Neolithic to early Bronze Age

€a.5000 B.C. First evidence of human occupa-
tion, Aghia Sophia near Kalamos.

€a.2500 B.C. Minoanization of Kythera. Local
traditions merge with those from Crete.

Late Bronze Age

€a.1500 B.C. Minoan Kastri and peak sanctuary
at Aghios Georgios. This coastal Minoan set-
tlement and rich sanctuary is the only recog-
nised example of such a site outside of Crete.
€a.1100 B.C. According to the lliad (X 266-
71) when Amyntor son of Ormenus visited
Scandeia, he gave Amphidamas of Kythera
a boar’s tooth helmet as a gift. Meanwhile
Odysseas, who was travelling home to Ithaca,
commenced his ten years of adventure and
torment when he was blown off course in a
tempest between Cape Malea and Kythera.

453 B.C. The birth of Philoxenos. First
non-mythological Kytherian known to history.
424 B.C. Kythera captured numerous times by
Athens in Peloponnesian War, underscoring
the strategic importance of the island’s posi-
tion in the wars between Sparta and Athens.

liest known computer wrecked at Antikythera.
The Antikythera machanism has re-written our
understanding of the technical achievements
of the ancient world. Its recovery in 1901 was
the world’s first underwater archaeological
excavation.

1537 Sacking of Aghios Demetrios (Paliochora)
by Barbarossa. It took over 300 years for the
population to return to pre-sacking numbers.

Modern Period

1797 End of Venetian rule.

1802 The ship Mentor carrying the Parthenon
marbles sinks off Aviemonas. It took over two
years for Marbles to be salvaged from the
wreck.

1806 Theodoros Kolokotronis takes refuge
on Kythera.

1809 Start of British rule.

1864 Kythera united with Greece. In 1860 the
local population was around 60,000.

1864 King George visits Kythera. In the late
19t century, overpopulation and a famili-
arity with British language, trade and law
make it easier for Kytherians to migrate
throughout the British Empire and Americas.

20th century Period

May 1911 Greek prime minister Eleftherios
Venizelos unveils statue of General Panos
Koroneos in the Potamos plateia.

1941-1944 Wartime population 30.000.
1945 - today Tens of thousands leave the
island, make new homes in far flung cor-
ners of the world. Kytherian Diaspora approx
100,000, local population sits at around 3,650.
1978 Former Australian Prime Minister Gough
Whitlam visits Kythera.
